
James - Lesson #4 – Scriptures

James 1:22–25 (ESV)  But be doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving yourselves. 23 For if 
anyone is a hearer of the word and not a doer, he is like a man who looks intently at his natural face in a 
mirror. 24 For he looks at himself and goes away and at once forgets what he was like. 25 But the one who 
looks into the perfect law, the law of liberty, and perseveres, being no hearer who forgets but a doer who 
acts, he will be blessed in his doing.


1 John 4:20 (ESV) If anyone says, “I love God,” and hates his brother, he is a liar; for he who does not 
love his brother whom he has seen cannot love God whom he has not seen.


Luke 14:7–14 (ESV) 7 Now he told a parable to those who were invited, when he noticed how they chose 
the places of honor, saying to them, 8 “When you are invited by someone to a wedding feast, do not sit 
down in a place of honor, lest someone more distinguished than you be invited by him, 9 and he who 
invited you both will come and say to you, ‘Give your place to this person,’ and then you will begin with 
shame to take the lowest place. 10 But when you are invited, go and sit in the lowest place, so that when 
your host comes he may say to you, ‘Friend, move up higher.’ Then you will be honored in the presence of 
all who sit at table with you. 11 For everyone who exalts himself will be humbled, and he who humbles 
himself will be exalted.” 12 He said also to the man who had invited him, “When you give a dinner or a 
banquet, do not invite your friends or your brothers or your relatives or rich neighbors, lest they also invite 
you in return and you be repaid. 13 But when you give a feast, invite the poor, the crippled, the lame, the 
blind, 14 and you will be blessed, because they cannot repay you. For you will be repaid at the resurrection 
of the just.”


James 3:1 (ESV) Not many of you should become teachers, my brothers, for you know that we who teach 
will be judged with greater strictness.


Matthew 22:16 (ESV) And they sent their disciples to him, along with the Herodians, saying, “Teacher, we 
know that you are true and teach the way of God truthfully, and you do not care about anyone’s opinion, for 
you are not swayed by appearances.


Acts 9:26–28 (ESV) 26 And when he had come to Jerusalem, he attempted to join the disciples. And they 
were all afraid of him, for they did not believe that he was a disciple. 27 But Barnabas took him and brought 
him to the apostles and declared to them how on the road he had seen the Lord, who spoke to him, and 
how at Damascus he had preached boldly in the name of Jesus. 28 So he went in and out among them at 
Jerusalem, preaching boldly in the name of the Lord.


Isaiah 53:1–3 (ESV) 1 Who has believed what he has heard from us? And to whom has the arm of the 
LORD been revealed? 2 For he grew up before him like a young plant, and like a root out of dry ground; he 
had no form or majesty that we should look at him, and no beauty that we should desire him. 3 He was 
despised and rejected by men, a man of sorrows and acquainted with grief; and as one from whom men 
hide their faces he was despised, and we esteemed him not.


John 7:24 (ESV)  Do not judge by appearances, but judge with right judgment.”


Ephesians 1:4–7 (ESV) 4 even as he chose us in him before the foundation of the world, that we should 
be holy and blameless before him. In love 5 he predestined us for adoption to himself as sons through 
Jesus Christ, according to the purpose of his will, 6 to the praise of his glorious grace, with which he has 
blessed us in the Beloved. 7 In him we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of our 
trespasses, according to the riches of his grace,
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Ephesians 2:8–10 (ESV) 8 For by grace you have been saved through faith. And this is not your own 
doing; it is the gift of God, 9 not a result of works, so that no one may boast.10 For we are his 
workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand, that we should 
walk in them.


Acts 10:34 (ESV) So Peter opened his mouth and said: “Truly I understand that God shows no partiality,


Romans 2:6–16 (ESV) 6 He will render to each one according to his works: 7 to those who by patience in 
well-doing seek for glory and honor and immortality, he will give eternal life; 8 but for those who are self-
seeking and do not obey the truth, but obey unrighteousness, there will be wrath and fury. 9 There will be 
tribulation and distress for every human being who does evil, the Jew first and also the Greek, 10 but glory 
and honor and peace for everyone who does good, the Jew first and also the Greek. 11 For God shows no 
partiality.12 For all who have sinned without the law will also perish without the law, and all who have 
sinned under the law will be judged by the law.13 For it is not the hearers of the law who are righteous 
before God, but the doers of the law who will be justified. 14 For when Gentiles, who do not have the law, 
by nature do what the law requires, they are a law to themselves, even though they do not have the law. 15 
They show that the work of the law is written on their hearts, while their conscience also bears witness, and 
their conflicting thoughts accuse or even excuse them 16 on that day when, according to my gospel, God 
judges the secrets of men by Christ Jesus.


Ephesians 6:9 (ESV) Masters, do the same to them, and stop your threatening, knowing that he who is 
both their Master and yours is in heaven, and that there is no partiality with him.


James 1:9–11 (ESV) 9 Let the lowly brother boast in his exaltation, 10 and the rich in his humiliation, 
because like a flower of the grass he will pass away. 11 For the sun rises with its scorching heat and 
withers the grass; its flower falls, and its beauty perishes. So also will the rich man fade away in the midst 
of his pursuits. 


1 Samuel 2:7–8 (ESV) 7 The LORD makes poor and makes rich; he brings low and he exalts 8 He raises 
up the poor from the dust; he lifts the needy from the ash heap to make them sit with princes and inherit a 
seat of honor. For the pillars of the earth are the LORD’s, and on them he has set the world. pursuits.


1 Corinthians 1:26–27 (ESV) 26 For consider your calling, brothers: not many of you were wise according 
to worldly standards, not many were powerful, not many were of noble birth.27 But God chose what is 
foolish in the world to shame the wise; God chose what is weak in the world to shame the strong;


1 Timothy 6:17–18 (ESV) 17 As for the rich in this present age, charge them not to be haughty, nor to set 
their hopes on the uncertainty of riches, but on God, who richly provides us with everything to enjoy. 18 
They are to do good, to be rich in good works, to be generous and ready to share,


James 2:6–7 (ESV) 6 But you have dishonored the poor man. Are not the rich the ones who oppress you, 
and the ones who drag you into court? 7 Are they not the ones who blaspheme the honorable name by 
which you were called?


Ephesians 2:11–22 (ESV) 11 Therefore remember that at one time you Gentiles in the flesh, called “the 
uncircumcision” by what is called the circumcision, which is made in the flesh by hands— 12 remember 
that you were at that time separated from Christ, alienated from the commonwealth of Israel and strangers 
to the covenants of promise, having no hope and without God in the world. 13 But now in Christ Jesus you 
who once were far off have been brought near by the blood of Christ. 14 For he himself is our peace, who 
has made us both one and has broken down in his flesh the dividing wall of hostility 15 by abolishing the 
law of commandments expressed in ordinances, that he might create in himself one new man in place of 
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the two, so making peace, 16 and might reconcile us both to God in one body through the cross, thereby 
killing the hostility. 17 And he came and preached peace to you who were far off and peace to those who 
were near. 18 For through him we both have access in one Spirit to the Father. 19 So then you are no 
longer strangers and aliens, but you are fellow citizens with the saints and members of the household of 
God, 20 built on the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Christ Jesus himself being the cornerstone, 
21 in whom the whole structure, being joined together, grows into a holy temple in the Lord. 22 In him you 
also are being built together into a dwelling place for God by the Spirit.


Leviticus 19:18 (ESV) 18 You shall not take vengeance or bear a grudge against the sons of your own 
people, but you shall love your neighbor as yourself: I am the LORD.


Luke 10:25–37 (ESV) 25 And behold, a lawyer stood up to put him to the test, saying, “Teacher, what shall 
I do to inherit eternal life?” 26 He said to him, “What is written in the Law? How do you read it?” 27 And he 
answered, “You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your 
strength and with all your mind, and your neighbor as yourself.”28 And he said to him, “You have answered 
correctly; do this, and you will live.” 29 But he, desiring to justify himself, said to Jesus, “And who is my 
neighbor?” 30 Jesus replied, “A man was going down from Jerusalem to Jericho, and he fell among 
robbers, who stripped him and beat him and departed, leaving him half dead. 31 Now by chance a priest 
was going down that road, and when he saw him he passed by on the other side. 32 So likewise a Levite, 
when he came to the place and saw him, passed by on the other side. 33 But a Samaritan, as he 
journeyed, came to where he was, and when he saw him, he had compassion. 34 He went to him and 
bound up his wounds, pouring on oil and wine. Then he set him on his own animal and brought him to an 
inn and took care of him.35 And the next day he took out two denarii and gave them to the innkeeper, 
saying, ‘Take care of him, and whatever more you spend, I will repay you when I come back.’ 36 Which of 
these three, do you think, proved to be a neighbor to the man who fell among the robbers?” 37 He said, 
“The one who showed him mercy.” And Jesus said to him, “You go, and do likewise.” 


John 13:34 (ESV) 34 A new commandment I give to you, that you love one another: just as I have loved 
you, you also are to love one another.


1 Thessalonians 4:9 (ESV) 9 Now concerning brotherly love you have no need for anyone to write to you, 
for you yourselves have been taught by God to love one another,


Romans 13:10 (ESV) 10 Love does no wrong to a neighbor; therefore love is the fulfilling of the law.


Matthew 23:23 (ESV) 23 “Woe to you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! For you tithe mint and dill and 
cumin, and have neglected the weightier matters of the law: justice and mercy and faithfulness. These you 
ought to have done, without neglecting the others.


James 2:3 (ESV) 3 and if you pay attention to the one who wears the fine clothing and say, “You sit here in 
a good place,” while you say to the poor man, “You stand over there,” or, “Sit down at my feet,” Everybody 
at that but we do not pay because of this lesson number right now


Colossians 3:22–25 (ESV) 22 Bondservants, obey in everything those who are your earthly masters, not 
by way of eye-service, as people-pleasers, but with sincerity of heart, fearing the Lord. 23 Whatever you 
do, work heartily, as for the Lord and not for men, 24 knowing that from the Lord you will receive the 
inheritance as your reward. You are serving the Lord Christ. 25 For the wrongdoer will be paid back for the 
wrong he has done, and there is no partiality.
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Jeremiah 31:34 (ESV) And no longer shall each one teach his neighbor and each his brother, saying, 
‘Know the LORD,’ for they shall all know me, from the least of them to the greatest, declares the LORD. 
For I will forgive their iniquity, and I will remember their sin no more.”


Hebrews 10:17 (ESV)  then he adds, “I will remember their sins and their lawless deeds no more.”


Matthew 18:21–35 (ESV) 21 Then Peter came up and said to him, “Lord, how often will my brother sin 
against me, and I forgive him? As many as seven times?” 22 Jesus said to him, “I do not say to you seven 
times, but seventy-seven times.23 “Therefore the kingdom of heaven may be compared to a king who 
wished to settle accounts with his servants. 24 When he began to settle, one was brought to him who owed 
him ten thousand talents. 25 And since he could not pay, his master ordered him to be sold, with his wife 
and children and all that he had, and payment to be made. 26 So the servant fell on his knees, imploring 
him, ‘Have patience with me, and I will pay you everything.’ 27 And out of pity for him, the master of that 
servant released him and forgave him the debt.28 But when that same servant went out, he found one of 
his fellow servants who owed him a hundred denarii, and seizing him, he began to choke him, saying, ‘Pay 
what you owe.’ 29 So his fellow servant fell down and pleaded with him, ‘Have patience with me, and I will 
pay you.’ 30 He refused and went and put him in prison until he should pay the debt.31 When his fellow 
servants saw what had taken place, they were greatly distressed, and they went and reported to their 
master all that had taken place. 32 Then his master summoned him and said to him, ‘You wicked servant! I 
forgave you all that debt because you pleaded with me. 33 And should not you have had mercy on your 
fellow servant, as I had mercy on you?’ 34 And in anger his master delivered him to the jailers, until he 
should pay all his debt. 35 So also my heavenly Father will do to every one of you, if you do not forgive 
your brother from your heart.”


Psalm 119:45 (ESV) and I shall walk in a wide place, for I have sought your precepts.
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
